SUMMARY OF THE PROPOSED RULE CHANGE
This proposed rule change seeks to have an additional 7th seat in the REM Governance Committee (RGC) to supplement the Retail Electricity Suppliers Association’s (RESA) previous proposal for a separate seat in the RGC for the Retail Electricity Suppliers (RES).

BACKGROUND
In the currently approved REM Rules, there is only one representative for both REM Generators and RESs. Given this, RESA previously proposed to include a separate seat for the Supply Sector, resulting in possibly having 6 seats in the RGC membership. The RGC deemed that an odd number of committee members must be maintained to ensure that there will be a majority vote in the decisions that will be undertaken by the RGC.  

THE PROPOSED RULE CHANGE
To supplement the RESA’s proposal for an additional 6th seat in the RGC representing the Retail Electricity Suppliers, the RGC proposes to have another seat in the committee representing the REM Generators. The RGC further proposes that, since there will possibly be two (2) REM Generator representatives, at least one representative should come from REM Generators with capacity of 5MW and above, and another representative from REM Generators with capacity below 5MW. Finally, there is also a need to represent in the body Generation Companies owning small RE facilities and maintain the balance in the body’s membership considering the addition of a new member (i. e. Supply Sector) coming from the RPS Mandated Participants.

BACKGROUND AND DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPONENT
The REM Governance Committee was created pursuant to the Department of Energy’s Circular No. DC2019-12-0016. The composition of the RGC is as defined under the REM Rules. 
Currently, the RGC is chaired by Independent PEM Board Member Peter L. Wallace, and with members as follows: Oscar E. Ala (RE Registrar, PEMC), Anne Estorco-Montelibano (REM Generator and Supply, PIPPA), Lawrence S. Fernandez (Private DU, MERALCO), and Rene M. Fajilagutan (Electric Cooperatives, ROMELCO).
 
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
An odd number of membership in the RGC must be maintained to ensure a majority vote in decisions that will be undertaken by the Committee and the necessity to represent in the body Generation Companies owning small RE facilities.

	The RGC shall be made up of five (5) members, consisting of
(a) One representative from the Registrar;
(b) One (1) independent member who shall be selected from the independent members of the PEM Board;
(c) One representative from the Private DU;
(d) One representative from the Electric Cooperatives; and
(e) One representative from the REM Generators and Retail Electricity Suppliers.
	The RGC shall be made up of five (5) seven (7) members, consisting of
(a) One representative from the Registrar;
(b) One (1) independent member who shall be selected from
the independent members of the PEM Board;
(c) One representative from the Private DU;
(d) One representative from the Electric Cooperatives; and
(e) One Two representatives from the REM Generators, provided that: one representative is from REM Generators with capacity of 5MW and above, and one representative is from Generators with capacity below 5MW  and Retail Electricity Suppliers.; and
(f) One representative from the Retail Electricity Suppliers.
	The highlighted RGC proposal is to supplement RESA’s proposal for a separate seat in the RGC representing the Supply Sector (refer to ORCP-RGC-2021-001 which was published for comments on 22 April to 23 May 2021).

To maintain an odd number of committee members and ensure majority votes in decisions that will be made by the RGC, an additional 7th seat coming from the REM Generator sector is being proposed.
