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III. SUMMARY OF THE PROPOSED RULES CHANGE

The proposed rules changes seek to harmonize the WESM Rules and the Retail Rules with the policies stipulated in Section 8 of the Renewable Energy Act of 2008 (RA 9513) and the Renewable Energy Market (REM) Rules promulgated under DOE Department Circular No. DC2019-12-0016 in relation to the implementation of the REM. 

In general, the proposed amendments to the WESM and Retail Rules shall provide for the Renewable Energy Registrar’s (RER) rights of access to registration, metering and settlement data, and other confidential information that are vital to the operation of the REM and its corresponding reporting mechanism in compliance with the Renewable Portfolio Standards Rules (RPS Rules).

IV. BACKGROUND

The REM operations involve primarily the issuance of Renewable Energy Certificates (RECs) by the RE Registrar (RER) based on the actual generation of eligible RE generation facilities. In order to carry out its functions, the RER shall have access to registration and settlement information, which will serve as input data in its process of issuing RECs. As such, rules on information disclosure shall be changed to allow the Market Operator to provide the required data to the RER.

This proposal was presented to the REM Governance Committee (RGC), who subsequently approved its endorsement to the RCC.

V. THE PROPOSED RULES CHANGE

The proposed changes to the WESM and Retail Rules supplement Clauses 2.1 and 3.1.5.1 of the REM Rules. These proposed changes effectively allow the RER to access the data of WESM Members who are also REM Members.
Specifically, the proposed Rules changes grant the RER access to metered quantities and bilateral contract quantity declarations of eligible RE generators to their counterparties, and generators who have Power Supply Agreements (PSA) entered into with Directly-connected Customers.


VI. BACKGROUND AND DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPONENT
